	Apple Laptop Lease
	Kevin proposed that, in lieu of textbooks, we launch a 1:1 laptop approach for the high school similar to E3, Feaster, Arroyo, Sweetwater, etc.  

The complete proposal was discussed and agreed upon by Maureen DeLuca, Don Mizock, Andrew Estrada, Conchita Yescas—prior to a final decision at BCHS.  

LC approved.
	BCHS will lease 90 Apple MacBoorAir laptops through Apple in a 5-year, $1 buy-back arrangement.  Students would have access to state of the art technology 24/7.  BCHS staff will create a laptop “Boot camp” to train all students—and parents—in proper care and use of technology.  BCHS will contract with Worth Ave. Group Insurance to provide full coverage (including lost, stolen, damaged devices) and cover the cost through a use fee for parents ($65.00).  Parents would pay a $50 deductible for any claim.  

BCHS is working directly through Apple (Kent Christiansen) and collaborating with staff at E3 for best practices.

	On April 15, 2014, the CVESD Board approved MCS’s request to expand to high school beginning in the 2014-15 school year.  The proposed amendments to the charter petition include a new governance model, whereby each school, MCS and BCHS, would each maintain their own Leadership Council for local decision making.
